How can we upskill a sentence?

1. Start with your basic sentence
Fred bounded through the jungle. 

2. Add a fronted adverbial
Without hesitation, Fred bounded through the jungle.

3. Add or Change vocabulary to increase the impact on the reader.
Without hesitation, Fred bounded through the dense perilous jungle.

4. Add a relative clause (try embedding your relative clause within the main clause of your sentence)
Without hesitation, Fred, who was drenched in sweat, bounded through the dense perilous jungle.

5. Add a subordinate clause (using a subordinating conjunction)
Without hesitation, Fred, who was drenched in sweat, bounded through the dense perilous jungle, despite the desperate pleas of Con and Lila.

6. Add a word from the working wall that would fit well with your sentence. (this should heighten the impact for the reader)
Without hesitation, Fred, who was drenched in sweat, bounded through the dense perilous jungle, despite the desperate pleas of Con and Lila.
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7. Change how your sentence starts.

Smoke engulfed him: without hesitation, Fred, who was drenched in sweat, bounded through the dense perilous jungle.
